Know all men by these presence that I, Richard Hall, of Bradford in ye County of Essex in New England for & in Consideration of ye full & just sum? of thirty pounds in hand paid by Francis Wainwright of Ipswich in ye County of Essex in NE have given, granted, bargained, enfoo? ? over & sold and done by these presents fully clearly and absolutely give, grant, bargain, enf?, aliene, pay over, and confirmed unto him of said Francis Wainwright a parcel of land being & lying in Bradford afore(mentioned?), butted and bounded as followeth of about three acres or thereabouts, some part of ye same land lying above ye Countrey Road in Bradford and some part below said road: ye part below said Countrey Road or of ye North Side of said Road is bounded by ye North west corner by a stake & so running easterly upon a straight line by ye land of Samuel Hasletine to a small red oake tree at ye Northeast Corner, from thence Southward by upon a straight line by ye land of ye above S. Hasletine to a Stake by ye Countrey Road, to ye Ministry Land which line is about West from Thence by ye Ministry land to ye Stake first mentioned. The other part of ye land lying above ye Countrey Road or of ye South Side is bounded on ye Northwest corner by three black Oakes from thence it runs South by ye Ministry Land to a Stake & from thence Easterly upon a straight line by ye land of Samuel Hasletine to a Stake & from thence Northerly upon a Streight line by ye land of said Sam’el to a Stake at ye C: Road & so along on ye South Side of Said Road to ye Three Black Oakes. 

To have and to hold all said three acres of land with ye oarchard and ye house that he ye said Hall dwell in, ye barn & fences, Tr? , timber, trees, commonages with ye herbage, & to quietly & peaceably to enjoy unto him ye said Wainwright his hiers Executors, Administrators, & assigns, forever, & ye said Richard doth for himself, his hiers, Executors, Administrators, & assigns, by these proof only covenant, promise, & grant to, & with ye said Francis his hiers & assigns, to warrantize ye sale of sd house and land, oarchards, fences, barne, timber, trees, commonages with ye appurtenances unto them belonging, to be firm & good, free & freely discharged from all other former gifts, grants, bargaines, sales, mortgages, dowryes, judgments, executions or any other entanglements or encumbrances whatsoever & that it shall & may be lawfull for ye said Francis his hiers, Executors, Administrators, & assignes, From henceforth to have use, possess, occupie & enjoy all abovementioned & to be to his owne proper use with his hiers and assignes forever without any l?, hindrance, denial, interruption, or molestation from me ye said Hall or my hiers, Executors, Administrators, or any of them, for Ever, or any person or persons making or laying claime to any Right, Title, or Interest unto any of them belonging or appertaining.
