Richard Hall to Solomon Wood rec’d on record May 22nd, 1707 (deed dated February 27th, 1706)

Know all men by these presents that I, Richard Hall junr., Of Bradford in ye County of Essex in New England for & in consideration of Land I bought of Solomon Wood of ye same town & county and is secured to me by deed which is to my full satisfaction, I have therefore sold and doe by these presents give, grant, bargaine, sell, alienate, enfeaffe?enseasse and confirm unto ye said Solomon Wood a parcel of Land about three quarters of an acre, be it more or less, it is situated within ye township of Bradford bounded as followeth:

Ye westwardly corner by a white oake that is the corner bound: or which stands in the line between ye Land which ye said Wood hath bought of said Hall & ye said Wood’s own land thence running upon a straight line about southeast till it come to a small ash marked which is a bound that stands in ye line between that strip of meadow which said Wood sold to said Hall in Dead Hill Meadow & meadow which he did not sell which is now in his own possession; & eastwardly and northwardly it is bounded by meadow of said Wood and by Little Pond brook till it come to Land belonging to said Wood which is at ye Northwardly Corner of it. Then running Southwardly in this line between said Wood’s own land and land he bought of Said Hall till it come to ye white oake first mentioned which white oake is about four poles southwardly from ye brooke. 

All this parcel of land as it is Bounded to Have & to Hold for ever to him ye said Solomon Wood his heirs, Exec’s., adms. & assignes for ever further. Ye said Hall for himselfe his heirs, Execs., adms., doth covenant and promise to and with ye said Wood his heirs, executors, adms. & assignes to warrant ye Sale of ye premises to be firm and Good freely discharged of and from all former gifts, grants, mortgages or any legall intanglement of what name so ever & to defend him and them from any person or persons that shall or may hereafter lay or in law make out any claim, Right, or title to all or any part of ye above bargained premises, and that it shall and may be lawfull for him & them to have use, occupy, posess and enjoy all ye above-bargained premises as their own proper right of Inheritance in fee simple for ever. In witness whereof I have set to my hand and seale. Dated February ye 27th anno 1706.
