Samuel Hazletine to Richard Hall rec’d on Record March 27th 1710 

(this deed was actually created on May 9th, 1707 –transcribed by  Jeff Hall 11/11/2003 from a copy of the deed record book found in Salem, MA county records.)

Know all men by these presents that I Samuel Hazletine of the Towne of Bradford in the County of Essex in New England, yeoman, for & in consideration of Thirty pounds paid to me by Richard Hall Jun’r. of the same place, Husbandman, which is to my full satisfaction do hereby give, grant, bargaine, sell and confirm unto the said Richard Hall a certain tract of Land in the bounds of Bradford and thereabout by estimation containing about thirty and five acres bounded as followeth:

by an Elm at a Brook called Little pond brook; so by ye Meadow on that brook which meadow belongeth to Solomon Wood and Jno. Bointon; from said Elm to an ash; from thence to another ash; from thence to an elm and so to a stake being the northward end of the said land; turning according to the bounds of said meadow so running from said stake cross a slip of meadow to another stake from thence to a heap of stones so to a white oake--- near the said meadow from thence on a straight line toward the south to a black or yellow oake with a heap of stones; so on that line to ye southward end of that tract of land which hath belonged to me the said Hazletine; ye corner bounds of the whole tract being a black oak marked westward and eastward twelve rod from a white oake marked on the northward side of a hill; and so granted that said land run as the easterly line runneth twelve rod souther ? sd Hall’s part to run so farther bounding according to the cutting of my land at the southward end; and at ye southwestward corner by the said black oake which hath been the corner bounds of said land so running northward to a Red oake marked; so to a black oake; so to a red oake; thence to a white oake; so to another red oake; so running still northward to a black oake marked near the forementioned brook; and so as the west line runs from said black oake to said Brook and so by said Brook to ye Elm first mentioned. 

The said land respectively as it is so bounded consisting part of upland, part meadow, and part swamp, be it more or less unto him the said Richard Hall to have and to hold and peaceably to possess and enjoy to him, his heirs, exec’s. adm’s. and assignes for ever, and I, the said Hazletine, do avouch my selfe to have been before and until the time of this conveyance the only legall owner of the said land now hereby sold to the said Hall, and do hereby warrant the same, and every part thereof, to be free and clear from all former Gifts, grants, sales, dowry, debts, legacies, thirds, mortgages, judgments, execution, or any other legall incumbrance whatsoever so that, henceforth, the said Hall shall and may peaceably possess and enjoy the said land, with ye priviledge of a highway or passing way with me which I reserved upon my sale of land to Jonathan Kimball, with all liberties, priviledges, and appurtenances belonging to said land from time to time at all times hereafter as his own proper estate, without any lett, denial, or hindrance by me, the said Hazletine, or any of my heirs, or successors, or any other person or persons, whatsoever by virtue of any former legal right for ye confirmation hereof I have hereunto set my hand and seale, Samuel Hazeltine, & a seale, Deborah (her mark) P. Hazletine, & a seale. Sign’d seal’d & DD in ye presence of John Harris, Solomon Wood, Essex, Bradford, May the ninth, 1707. Then ye abovesd Samuel Hazletine & Deborah, his wife, personally appear’d & acknowledged this Instrum’t. to be their free act and deed.
